General Information about year 1 

Outdoor P.E Outdoor PE will take place on a Tuesday afternoon, please ensure chil-
dren have joggers and a sweatshirt and trainers (not plimsoll pumps) as the weather 
through Spring 1 is often cold and damp.  Indoor PE will be on Thursday afternoon.  
Please encourage your child to dress themselves at home so that they can dress and un-
dress for P.E independently.   Please ensure that children who wear ear- rings have them 
removed on these days.  
 

Reading books each week your child will read at least once with an adult in school 
and these sessions will be used to teach reading objectives and to set new reading tar-
gets.  Please read the books sent home with your child and fill out the reading diary, reg-
ular reading will really help your child progress. 

Homework will be sent home on a Friday and will link to the work children have been doing 
in class, there will be some homework from all areas of the curriculum over the term but 
with a larger focus on Literacy and Maths.  Homework should be returned by the 
Wednesday of the following week to allow the teachers time to mark and prepare 
the next piece of homework.  Some homework will also be set using My Maths and all the 
children have their usernames and log in on  their reading diaries. We encourage children 
to independently hand this in. 

 

Spellingsñspelling will continue to be tested on a Thursday and they will be sent home 
either that day or by the Friday with the homework.  Spellings will now focus on a phonics 
pattern with the addition of 2 common exception words (tricky words).  Children will have 
an increased amount of spellings now that they are in the spring term and will change 
weekly. Please practice spellings at home with your child through fun and exciting ways, 
perhaps try painting the spellings or chalking them onto the patio, maybe you could even 
make up rhymes or cheerleading dancing to help remember the spelling patterns.  For 
more information about this please see the 15.12.17 newsletter.

Phonics 
 

The children will take part in a 20 minute daily phonics  
session learning new sounds and how we write them.    

Handwriting sessions will also be linked to the graphemes 
children have been learning.  
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Numeracy 
In maths we will be developing our place value skills using reasoning and problem solving, looking at fractions and division finding halves 

and quarters and continue to count on and backwards for addition and subtractions.  
Literacy 

We will be focusing on  traditional tales · becoming very familiar with key stories,  
retelling them and considering their particular characteristics , we will also be developing our skills of predict and inference using what they 
know already as part of our reading lessons.  As part of out grammar and spelling work children will learn how to add –ing, -ed and –er to 

words as well as learning about the prefix un-.

Our DT work this half term will be focusing around food 
technology and creating a healthy snack for the king of
